Our Favorite Tybee Places

Enjoy the serenity of the beach while watching the fishing boats and the freighters heading toward Savannah. Sand dunes, pelicans and seagulls along with sand pipers complete the beauty of this scene. A good place to park is on 2nd Avenue near Van Horne-down from the Sugar Shack.

If you continue down the beach past the lighthouse you’ll come to the point where the beach curves to the left. This is an inspiring sight at sunset. The dolphins play here while the seagulls gather to watch the sun go down. The fishing boats also pass this spot returning to the shore.

We especially like to ride our bikes on the beach. Either direction works fine. If you turn right at the beach, you'll come to the Pier as well as the shops on the southern end of the island. In the other direction you'll be heading to the lighthouse and Fort Screven. If you ride to the extreme end of the southern beach, you'll to the point where the back river meets the Atlantic- another great spot to see the sunset.

We also like to ride our bikes down the various back streets on the island to check out the interesting homes and beautiful planted areas. There are bike trails in the nearby park. Follow South Campbell across Route 80 and you'll come to the park. You'll also see the beautiful homes on historic Officers Row. The island is a bike friendly environment but please be cautious. Be sure that all riders ride on the far right in the right lane. This means riding in the same direction as cars and moving over to the edge when cars are behind you.

Playgrounds. We have  great playgrounds in our parks. One is in the nearby park and the other is in the park behind the library by City Hall. Kids of all ages will enjoy the new and colorful equipment. There are also ball fields and tennis courts(near library) in the parks.

For groceries and flowers, visit the IGA on RT 80 in the middle of the Island. It's small but well stocked. Their fresh meats are especially good.

The Tybee Oaks Shops and the Nursery on Route 80 are fun to visit and a short bike ride away. Turn right when you get to Route 80.

Be sure to visit the Marine Science Center, the Lighthouse, Fort Screven and Fort Pulaski.

Lazaretto Creek features several good restaurants and seafood markets. It is also the place to take Dolphin tours(be sure to reserve your time). It has a delightful fishing village where you can see working shrimp boats when they return to the dock. Kayak rentals are also available here. 

The Strand and Tybrisa Street plus the Pier. This “downtown” part of Tybee is like an old-fashioned beach town with a collection of good restaurants, t-shirt and souvenir shops. A great gift shop- Atlantic Beacon Gallery- is found across from Park of the Seven Flags. Irene Sullivan also has a wonderful gallery on Tybrisa, Don’t miss the opportunity of walking out on the pier to check out the Atlantic and the fisherman.

The Tybee Visitors Center has a wealth of information on Tybee, Savannah and Georgia. Be sure to visit the gift shop next door-Gallery by the Sea.

Our Favorite Places to Eat

There are many wonderful Places to eat on Tybee Island. These are some of our favorites.

On Our Patio  One of our favorites is to order take‑out and enjoy the beautiful view from the patio. Most restaurants provide take-out service.

Dolphin Reef. This restaurant, located in the Tybee Island Beach Resort has the best view and wonderful food.

Norased Grill. A new restaurant on the Island on Rt. 80 across from the drugstore. Serves lunch and dinner. Great variety and reasonable prices.
